EXHIBITION OVERVIEW

The Asia Apparel Expo, held from 5-7 February 2025 at the Messe
Disseldorf, concluded with remarkable success. The Expo provides a perfect platform for
Asian manufacturers to showcase premium Asian-made finished garments and
accessories to trade buyers in Europe, enabling them to tap into the European market.
European buyers can buy Asian-made finished garments without traveling a long way to
the Far East, saving both time and cost.

Since its debut in 2012, the Expo has received overwhelming support from exhibitors
and buyers. With a total of 184 stands, the event showcased a wide range of trendy
menswear, womenswear, children wear, knitwear, fabrics, textiles, and accessories. This
year's Expo gathered 162 exhibitors from Mainland China, Bangladesh, Hong Kong and
India.
